My design for the clean gold badge is based on the concept of the pin badge.
Badges traditionally denote support for a cause, and this jewellery piece is
designed to be worn by people who wish to show their support for clean gold.
The target market for my pieces would typically be 25-50 years old; design and
socially conscious individuals who wish to demonstrate and display their
allegiance to ethical consumerism.
